August 9, 2010
The City Council of the City of Adamsville, Alabama met in the conference room of the council chambers at 6:00 p.m. for the pre-council meeting with the following present:  Mayor Palmer, Council members, Abston, Brooklere, Crawford, Mosley and Owens.  Also present were:  City Clerk/HR Director, Susan Gilmore.
The council discussed general business to be taken care of at the council meeting.
The City Council of the City of Adamsville, Alabama met in regular session on Monday August 9, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers and Mayor Palmer presided over the meeting with City Clerk/HR Director, Susan Gilmore acting as recording secretary.

Council member Brooklere led prayer and the pledge of allegiance.

Mayor Palmer called for a motion to approve the pre-council and council minutes of July 26, 2010.  Council member Mosley made a motion to approve the minutes which was seconded by Council member Abston and was approved by all.
Mayor Palmer called for a motion to approve the agenda and consent agenda.  Council member Abston made a motion to approve the agenda and consent agenda which was seconded by Council member Crawford and was approved unanimously.
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Under Public Comments, Mayor Palmer read Proclamation 2010-07, A Proclamation to Donate Engine One to the Shady Grove Fire Department and recognized each fire fighter from Shady Grove.  Afterwards, pictures were taken outside and the keys were handed over to Shade Grove Fire Department to a Red 1989 Dodge Das 6V92 also known as Engine One, formerly owned by Adamsville.
Under Reports of Standing Committees, Mayor Palmer recognized the following:

Under Reports of Public Safety Mayor Palmer recognized Council member Abston who stated she did not have a report.
Under Reports of Finance and Commercial and Industrial Development Mayor Palmer recognized Council member Brooklere who talked about bringing a farmers market to Adamsville next Spring.  He stated that he and Mrs. Gilmore met with Lisa Beasley, who runs Pepper Place and Skip Nelson with Alabama Farmers Federation and discussed some out of pocket expenses to get started but stated in the end the profit would cover the start up expense.
Under Report of Streets, Sanitation and Maintenance Mayor Palmer recognized Council member Reginald Crawford who reported the new MoTrim was down.
Under Report of Streets, Sanitation and Maintenance Mayor Palmer recognized Council member Mosley who stated he did not have a report.
Under Reports of Community Development Mayor Palmer recognized Council member Owens who talked about the concession stand at the park.  He stated the need for a manager certification class for Roderick Marbury, President of the park.  Council member Owens made a motion to spend $150.00 on one occasion only which was seconded by Council member Mosley and was approved unanimously.

Mayor Palmer discussed the need for help on a match for the Sidewalk grant along Hazelwood Road and asked the Commissioner for any funding available.  Commissioner Humphryes stated to Mayor Palmer that he would donate $10,000.00 to the City of Adamsville.  
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Under Reports from City Clerk, Mayor Palmer recognized City Clerk/HR Director, Susan Gilmore reported that Ms. Cecile was currently applying for a grant for the Library from Wachovia Bank for $1,000.00.
