ORDINANCE 2010-02


A REPEAL ORDINANCE


It is been brought to the attention of the City Council of the City of Adamsville by its auditors, Hullet,  Kellum and McKinney that an ordinance exists requiring the city to set aside a specific sum of money from franchise fees for the purpose of sewer projects.

A diligent and thorough search of the city’s records by the current council and City Clerk has been unsuccessful in locating any such ordinance.  

Upon a consultation with the Alabama League of Municipalities and with the City Attorney, Jim Ward, it was determined that the best course of action would be to presume such an ordinance exists and repeal it through the adoption of this ordinance.

If no such ordinance existed, the recognition by the City in this ordinance that such funds would not be set aside for the stated purpose of sewer improvements would not be inconsistent with the City Councils desire to repeal such an ordinance if one existed.

Be it ordained, the City of Adamsville, hereby repeals any ordinance previously adopted which required the City to set aside any amounts of franchise fees for the purpose of sewer projects.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances heretofore adopted by the City Council of the City of
Adamsville, Alabama, which are inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby expressly repealed to the extent necessary to give this Ordinance full force and effect..

If any part, section or subdivision of this Ordinance shall be held unconstitutional or invalid
for any reason, such holding shall not be construed to invalidate or impair the remainder of this
ordinance, which shall continue to be in full force and effect notwithstanding such holding.

This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon adoption and publication as
provided by law.
